Rudolf Diesel- Ein junger Ingenieur

Auf der ganzen Erde ist er heute verbreitet: der Dieselmotor. Autos, Lokomotiven, Schiffe und
Fabriken werden damit betrieben, denn er ist ein

Erfinder des Dieselmotors ist Deutsche Rudolf Diesel. 1858 wurde er in Paris von deutschen
Eltern geboren. Sein Vater hatte dort eine kleine Fabrik fiir Lederarbeiten, und der junge Rudolf
musste oft tlichtig mithelfen. Schon friih interessierte er sich fiir Mechanik und fiir Maschinen.

Da seine Eltern sehr arm waren, wurde Rudolf zu einem Onkel nach Deutschland geschickt. Er
besass eine grosse technische Begabung und war sehr fleissig. Ohne einen Pfennig Unterstiitzung von
seinen Eltern studierte er Ingenieur-Wissenschaften ah der technischen Hochschule Miinchen. Dort
legte er das beste Examen seit der Griindung der Hochschule ab. Spiter arbeitete er in Berlin.

Die entscheidende Idee

Bereits mit zwanzig Jahren wollte Diesel einen moglichst sparsam und billig arbeitenden Motor
bauen, damit sich auch die vielen kleinen Werkstitten und Industriebetriebe eine Maschine leisten
konnten. Bis dahin gab es nur die in England hergestellte Dampfmaschine. Sie verwandelte jedoch nur
etwa ein Zehntel der in der Kohle enthaltenen Wéarmemenge in Energie. Und es gab den gerade von
Daimler und Benz fiir Maschinen und Autos entwickelten Otto-Motor. Auch er verbrauchte damals
noch sehr viel Benzin.

Beim Otto-Motor wird das Benzin in einem Kolben durch den Funken einer Ziindkerze zur
Explosion gebracht. Durch die Energie, die bei den vielen kleinen aufeinander folgenden Explosionen
frei wird, wird der Automotor angetrieben.

Agriculture is the world’s most important industry. It provides us with almost all our food. It also
supplies materials for two other basic human needs — clothing and shelter. In addition, agriculture
provides materials used in making many industrial products, such as paints and medicines. About half
the world’s workers are employed in agriculture — far more than in any other industry.

Food is the most important farm product. But farms also provide many other products, from
natural fibres to ornamental flowers and trees. Some crops are used only to feed livestock. These
forage crops include alfalfa, clover and many grasses. Forage crops are important because they make
commercial livestock production possible.

Farms provide almost all the world’s food, including some fish and game. Most food products
come from crops. The rest come from animals, especially cattle, hogs, poultry, sheep and other
livestock. The world’s farmers grow about 85 major food crops. They can be divided into eight groups.
The main group is cereal grains. Grain is grown on half the world’s cropland and supplies much of the
nourishment in the human diet. The chief grains are barley, corn, millet, oats, rice, rye, sorghum and
wheat. Various root crops make up the second most important group of food crops. Cereal grains, root
crops are grown throughout the world and are a basic food for many people. The leading root crops are
potatoes, beets and sweet potatoes.

The six remaining groups of major food crops are: (1) pulses, which consist mainly of beans and

peas; (2) fruits and vegetables; (3) oil-bearing crops, such as soybeans and coconuts; (4) sugar-bearing
crops, especially sugar cane and sugar beets; (5) nuts; and (6) cocoa beans, coffee, and tea.
Cattle, chickens, goats, hogs, sheep, turkeys and other livestock are the main animals raised for food.
Livestock are raised in every country and supply nearly all the world’s meat, eggs and milk. Farmers
also raise other animals for food. For example, many farmers keep bees for honey. Farmers on fish
farms raise freshwater food fish, such as carp and trout, and saltwater shellfish, such as mussels and
oysters.

Der Lehr- und Versuchsbetrieb der Agrarakademie liegt etwa 70 Kilometr von Tscheboksary
entfern. Er ist im Jahre 1933 als Zentrum fiir Bildung und Lehrpraxis von Studenten der
Agrarakademie gegriindet. Der Betrieb hat 4114 Hektar Land. Die Nutzfliche betrigt etwa 2500
Hektar (Ackerland, Garten, Wiesen, Weiden) . Dieser Betrieb entwickelt sich erfolgreich und hat
grole Einkommen aus Gemiise-und- Obstbau. Alljéhrlich sammelt man hier reiche Ernten von
Kartoffel, Kohl, Riibe, Morriibe, Zwiebel, Gurken, Tomaten, Knoblauch. Im Obstgarten sammelt man
Apfel, Kirschen, Pflaumen (Etwa 30% Frithgemiise sind unter Glas erzeugt). Dieser Betrieb ist auch
durch hohe Ertrdge von teopfen und Zuckerriiben bekannt. Es gibt auch ein Bienenstand.

Die mit tiber hundert Bienenstocken. Das Einkommen von der Bienenzucht ist auch hoch. Der
Betrieb verbessert seine Viehzucht. Zur Zeit gibt es hier zwei Tierproduktionsanlagen darunter eine
Anlage der Rinderproduktion und eine Schweineproduktionsanlage. Es gibt auch Hiihnerfarm und
Schaffarm. Eine grole Bedeutung hat im Lehrbetrieb die Fleuschverarbeitung und Milchverabreitung.
Hier werden etwa 5 Wurstsorten, Speck, gerducherstes Fleisch und verschiedenen Milchprodukte
erzeugt.

Der Betrieb hat stabille Ertrage in der Pflanzenproduktion. Man baut hier Roggen, Weizen,
Hafer, Gerste an. Die Boden hier sind doch nicht besonders fruchtbar. Die Fachleute und die Studenten
der Fakultit fiir Agronomie analysieren stindig die Bodenfruchtbarkeit und reichlich Diingen, sonst
bringen sie wenig. Man verwendet verschiedene organische Diingung die Fruchtbarkeit der Felder
Sichert und songt man fiir einen geschossenen Preislauf.

Der Betrieb wichst und braucht immer mehr Fachkader. Jetzt hier arbeiten tiber - Fachleute mit
Hochschul-und Fachschulbildung.

In immer schnerellem Tempo geht der Prozess der technischen Umriistung. So erhilt der
Betriecb moderne Schleppen, Lastkraftwagen, Kombines (Méhdrescher aus Kartoffel- und
Rubenvollerntemaschine, verschiedene Anbau-und Anhingegerite (Pfliige, Eggen, Gruber, Walzen,)ja
sogar ganze Maschinenagsteme. Spezielle Maschinen erleichtern die Fiitterung und das Entmisten.
Beim Milcharbeit ist zu 100 Prozent mechanisiert.

Fiir die Studenten ist ein Studentenstddchen errichtet. Da hat man 2 Wohnheime, Fuf3ball-und
Volleybalplitze, seinen ein Klubhaus gebaut. Im Klubhaus fithrt man neue Filme vor.

Von Jahr zu Jahr wachsen die Einkiinfte des Betriebs durch richtige Arbeitsorganisation,
moderne Agrotechnik, durch Mechanisierung aller Feld-und Stallarbeiten aber vor allem durch fleiige
Arbeit der Mitglieder des Lehr-und Versuchsbetriebes.

Die Landwirtschaft versorgt die Bevl 6kerung bei uns mit wichtigen Lebensmitteln, z.B.: Brot,
Milch, Fleisch, Eier, Fisch, Gemiise, Obst u.a. Sie erndhrt und bekleidet die Menschen zugleich.

Die Landwirtschaft produziert wertvolle Rohstoffe fiir Gewerbe und Industrie, fiir
Pharmazeutika, Kunststoffe, Fasern.

Aus pflanzlichen Olen und tierischen Fetten wurden traditionell Lampendle, Schmierstoffe,

Faben, Lacke oder Seifen hergestellt. Auch Holz und Flachs, Borsten, Wolle, Talg oder Leder sind
wertvolle Rohstoffe aus der Landwirtschatft.
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Unsere Landwirtschaft ist der Sockel fiir das gesamte inlédndische Erndhrungsgewerbe. Dieser
Wirtschaftsbereich umfasst die Erndhrungsindustrie, den Handel, das Gastgewerbe und das
Erndhrungshandwerk - z.B. Fleischereien, Béackereien, Molkereien und Konditoreien, Miiller, Malzer
und Brauer. Viele Millionen Menschen, die Bauer und Landarbeiter sogar Arbeiter in den Werken,
sind stindig damit beschaftigt die Menschen mit Essen und Trinken zu versorgen.

Landwirte leisten vieles, was sich kaum in Geld ausdriicken lésst.

Die rasante Erhhoung des Lebensstandards verdanken wir zum erheblichen Teil auch der
Rationalisierung in der Landwirtschaft. Und Agrarpreise sind heute Inflationsbremse Nummer eins.

Ich komme aus einem Dorf, meine Eltern und Verwandten leben auch im tschuwaschischen
Dorf Jadrinkassy. Sie arbeiten in der Kollektivwirtschaft “Vorwarts”. Dieser landwirtschaftliche
Betrieb liegt am FluB Sura. Unsere Kollektivwirtschaft verfligt iiber 2 Tausend Hektar Ackerland. Im
Betrieb gibt es 2 Feldbaubrigaden. Die Brigadiere sind diplomierte Landwirte. Sie haben unsere
Agrarakademie absolviert.

In unserer Kollektivwirtschaft baut man nicht viele Getreidekulturen an: Weizen, Roggen,
Gerste, Hafer, Mais. Der Getreideertag betrdgt durchschnittlich 25-30 Hektar/ha. Das ist wenig! Man
muss mehr Stallmist, Kompost, und ein wenig Handelsdiinger verwenden. In der Feldwirtschaft und
im Gemiisegarten hat man je einen Pachtvertrag. Und in der Imkerei ist eine Familienbrigade aus 5
Menschen. Da sind 50 Bienenstocke.

GroBe Einkommen hat das Kollektiv aus dem Gemiisebau. Allijéhrlich bringt man hier eine

Ein Markt bildet sich tberall dort, wo sich Anbieter und Nachfrager treffen und ihre
gegenseitigen Winsche austauschen. Der eine mochte eine Ware, der andere Geld, der eine mochte
eine Wohnung haben, der andere eine verkaufen usw. Unter Markt versteht man also das
Zusammentreffen von der Nachfrage (d.h. der Summe aller Kaufwiinsche der Wirtschaftssubjekte) mit
dem Angebot (d.h. der Summe aller Verkaufwiinsche der Wirtschaftssubjekte).

Ein echter Markt bietet Alternativen sowohl fiir den Konsumenten als auch fiir den
Produzenten. Auf einem eckten Markt herrscht immer Wettbewerb. Die Mérkte werden sachlich,
rdumlich-zeitlich und nach Funktionen gegliedert. Es gibt Warenmérkte, Dienstleistungsmaérkte,
Arbeitsmarkt und Kreditmarkt. Es bestehen auch Wochenmaérkte, Grossmaérkte, Jahrmarkte, Borsen,
Messen, Ausstellungen und Auktionen. Das ist rdumlich-zeitliche Gliederung. Nach Funktionen sind
Beschaffungsmarkte, Binnenmarkt, Importmarkt, Exportmarkt, Absatzmarkt zu unterscheiden. Es gibt
auch eine andere Gliederung: homogene (hiereht es um einheitliche Gtiter) und heterogene Mérkte
(hier handelt es sich um Giter, die sich voneinander unterscheiden). In einer Wirtschaft, in der der
ganze Wirtschaftsvorgang tiber den Markt gesteuert wird, gehort die Produktionsplanung und -
entscheidung nicht dem Staat, sondern dem einzelnen Produzenten. Er muss aber selbst dafiir sorgen,
dass er bei seiner Arbeit solche Gilter produziert, die am Markt von anderen Menschen auch
herangefragt werden. Je besser er diesen Wiinschen entspricht, um so mehr Vorteile hat er davon: Er
wird dann selbst gut verdienen und seine eigenen Wiinsche erfiillen konnen. Der Markt soll
garantieren, dass die individuellen Wiinsche erfiillt werden.

Am Markt treffen also Angebot und Nachfrage aufeinander, wobei das Ergebnis dieses
Geschehens die Preise sind. Die Preise signalisieren, ob von bestimmten Giitern

1) mehr produziert als nachgefragt werden; dann sinken die Preise

und es wird weniger interessant, diese Produktion weiter zu entwickeln,

2) weniger produziert als nachgefragt werden; dann steigen die Preise und es wird reizvoller,

die Produktion zu entwickeln.

Man unterscheidet verschiedene Arten von Mdrkten. Entsprechend den bestimmten Leistungen
oder Waren gibt es Mérkte fiir Grund und Boden, Arbeitsmérkte und Kapitalmérkte, Warenmérkte und
Wertpapiermérkte und viele andere. Auf dem Boden- oder Immobilienmark werden Grundstiicke,
Biirordume und Wohnrdume angeboten. Angebot und Nachfrage treffen sich in diesem Bereich in der
Zeitung oder durch Immobilienmakler.

Auf dem Arbeitsmarkt wird die menschliche Arbeitskraft angeboten und nachgefragt. Auf dem
Kapitalmarkt geht es um Kredite und Kapitalbeschaffung.

Bei den Giitermdrkten unterscheidet man zwischen Konsum- und Investi-tionsgiitermarkt. Auf
dem Konsumgiitermarkt werden die Gflter des tdglichen Bedarfs den Verbrauchern angeboten
(Nahrungsmittel, Kleidung). Auf dem Investitionsgiitermarkt treffen Unternehmer aufeinander und
Produktionsmittel (z.B. Maschinen und Anlagen) werden ausgetauscht.

Derjenige Anbieter, der mit moglichst geringen Kosten produzieren will, wird bei diesem
Prozess die meisten Nachfrager fiir sich gewinnen und viel verkaufen ko&nnen. Der nicht
leistungsfahige wird dagegen untergehen. Der Markt soll also die Leistung belohnen.

In der Marktwirklichkeit geschieht es aber sehr oft, dass sich Anbieter oder Nachfrager
zusammenschliessen und damit den Leistungswettbewerb verfdlschen. Am gefahrlichsten sind dabei
die Monopole, die den Wettbewerb ganz unmoéglich machen. Der Markt kann dann seine
Steuerungsfunktionen nicht mehr erfiillen.

Rudolf Diesel

Ein junger Ingenieur

Auf der ganzen Erde ist er heute verbreitet: der Dieselmotor. Autos, Lokomotiven, Schiffe und
Fabriken werden damit betrieben, denn er ist ein spar-samer Motor. Mit einem Liter Diesel- Kraftstoff
kann ein Auto bis zu 25 Prozent mehr Kilometer fahren, als mit einem Liter Benzin.

Erfinder des Dieselmotors ist der Deutsche Rudolf Diesel. 1858 wurde er in Paris von
deutschen Eltern geboren. Sein Vater hatte dort eine kleine Fabrik fiir Lederarbeiten, und der junge
Rudolf musste oft tiichtig mithelfen. Schon friih interessierte er sich fiir Mechanik und fiir Maschinen.
Da seine Eltern sehr arm waren, wurde Rudolf zu einem Onkel nach Deutschland geschickt. Er besass
eine grosse technische Begabung und war sehr fleissig. Ohne einen Pfennig Unterstiitzung von seinen
Eltern studierte er Ingenieur-Wissenschaften ah der technischen Hochschule Miinchen. Dort legte er
das beste Examen seit der Griindung der Hochschule ab. Spéter arbeitete er in Berlin.

Die entscheidende Idee

Bereits mit zwanzig Jahren wollte Diesel einen moglichst sparsam und billig arbeitenden Motor
bauen, damit sich auch die vielen kleinen Werkstitten und Industriebetriebe eine Maschine leisten
konnten. Bis dahin gab es nur die in England hergestellte Dampfmaschine. Sie verwandelte jedoch nur
etwa ein Zehntel der in der Kohle enthaltenen Wéarmemenge in Energie. Und es gab den gerade von
Daimler und Benz fiir Maschinen und Autos entwickelten Otto-Motor. Auch er verbrauchte damals
noch sehr viel Benzin.

Beim Otto-Motor wird das Benzin in einem Kolben durch den Funken einer Ziindkerze zur
Explosion gebracht. Durch die Energie, die bei den vielen kleinen aufeinander folgenden Explosionen
frei wird, wird der Automotor angetrieben.

1890 kam Diesel plotzlich die entscheidende Idee zu seinem Motor. An Stelle einer Ziindkerze
wird Luft in einem Zylinder stark zusammengepresst, in dem sich ein Kolben befindet. Dadurch erhoht
sich ihre Temperatur auf etwa 600 Grad. In diese glilhende Luft wird ein winziges Tropfchen
Kraftstoff eingespritzt. Infolge der Hitze explodiert das Luft-Kraftstoff-Gemisch und treibt dadurch
den Motor an. Statt Benzin verwendet man als Kraftstoff schweres OL.

Daimler und Benz: Die Erbauer des Automobils

Deutschland ist ein Autoland. Bei 80 Millionen Einwohnern gibt es in Deutschland 50
Millionen Autos. Ein dichtes Netz gut ausgebauter BundesstraBen und ,,Autobahnen" iiberziecht das
Land. Man nennt das Auto auch des Deutschen ,liebstes Spielzeug". Das ist sicher kein Wunder, denn
das Auto wurde in Deutschland erfunden.

Schon immer hatten die Menschen von einem Fahrzeug getrdumt, das ,,selbst fahrt", also von
einem ,auto-mobil™ (autos griechisch ,,selbst", mobilis lateinisch ,,beweglich"), von einem Fahrzeug
also, das nicht von Menschen oder Tieren gezogen oder vom Wind angetrieben wird.

Durch die Erfindung der Dampfmaschine waren solche selbstfahrenden Fahrzeuge moglich
geworden. Hier wird der Druck erhitzten Wasserdampfes in Energie zum Antreiben eines Fahrzeugs
umgewandelt. So entstanden im 19. Jahrhundert iiberall in Europa und den USA mit Dampfkraft
betriebene Eisenbahnen. Aber es gab auch vereinzelt durch Dampfkraft bewegte Omnibusse, Schiffe
und Kutschen. Ein mit Dampf betriebener Motor ist jedoch grofl und schwer. AuBlerdem wird in ihm
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kaum ein Zehntel der in der Kohle als Brennstoff enthaltenen Warmemenge in verfligbare Energie
umgewandelt. Man muBite also immer grof3e Kohlevorrite auf Fahrten mitnehmen.

So suchte man im 19. Jahrhundert einen kleinen, leicht zu bedienenden Motor fiir kleinere
Fahrzeuge, der aus seinem Treibstoff moglichst viel Energie gewann. Auch die vielen damals
entstehenden kleinen Industriebetriebe und auch die Landwirtschaft verlangten nach solch einem
Motor.

Der Explosionsmotor

Es ist erstaunlich, dal zwei Ménner gleichzeitig, aber vollig unabhingig voneinander, solch
einen Motor entwickelten: die beiden Deutschen Gottlieb Daimler (1834-1900) und Karl Friedrich
Benz (1844-1929). Sie arbeiteten nur hundert Kilometer voneinander entfernt: Daimler in Stuttgart und
Benz in Mannheim, beides im Siidwesten Deutschlands im heutigen Bundesland Baden-Wiirttemberg
gelegen. Dennoch haben sie nie ein Wort miteinander gewechselt, auch nicht schriftlich.

Beide einwickelten einen sogenannten Verbrennung- oder Explosionsmotor: Durch die
Ziindung- kleinster Mengen von Benzin in einem Zylinder mit Hilfe des Funkens einer Ziindkerze
entsteht ein kréftiger Explosionsstof3, der einen Explosionen ganz schnell aufeinander folgen, kann die
dabei entstehende Energie ein Fahrzeug antreiben. Da dieser Vorgang in vier Stufen ablduft, nennt
man diesen Motor auch Viertaktmotor.
